Network Services North-
west has clients on six continents,
serving everyone from one-person
home offices to General Motors. ÒWe
help people secure their networks,Ó
said Brian Schumacher, President of
the company. ÒWe chose Satsop
because of cost, location and reliabil-

ity,Ó he said.
A number of current businesses

located at the Park have renewed
their leases, including Simpson Door
Company and Northwest Speciality
Woods. Livingston Boats, which
manufactures molded fiberglass
catamaran boats, recently both
renewed and expanded their lease
agreement with the Park. This inter-
national company sells their popular
line of boats worldwide.

ÒSatsop would like to thank these
companies for their renewals, and
warmly welcomes these new busi-
nesses, all of which are helping to
provide jobs for people in the re-
gion,Ó Garrow said.

Along with many other services typically offered in a
small city, a 20,000 gallon per day wastewater treat-
ment plant is operated at the Satsop Development Park.

That service was recently
selected for a 2004 Out-
standing Wastewater
Treatment Plant award by
the Washington State
Department of Ecology.

ÒOf approximately 300
wastewater treatment
plants, yours is one among
40 that achieved full
compliance with the
discharge permits in 2004,Ó
stated David C. Peeler,
Water Quality Program Manager of the State Depart-
ment of Ecology. “We are impressed by the extraor-
dinary level of effort your team demonstrated
throughout 2004. Satsop Development Park is

operated by dedicated workers whose efforts
complement one another to ensure outstanding
compliance and the protection of our state’s water
quality,” he added.

Ross Read, Operations Manager at the Park, said
Randy Edmonson is the lead operator of the wastewater
treatment plant, and former Park security officer Linda
Foster is operator-in-training.

The plant was built to support the nuclear power plant
that was never finished, and was designed for roughly
5,000 people.

ÒBasically, we have a pretty fragile biological opera-
tion going on here,Ó Read said.

He had high praise for his team. ÒThey have spent a
lot of time and effort in bringing the plant into good
operating condition, and have been very studious about
making sure we are within limits,Ó he said.

Read was pleased with the award. ÒIt was a nice
surprise to see what we would consider normal actions
recognized,Ó he said.

ÒThey are hardened for disaster,
whether natural or terrorist trig-
gered,Ó Walter said. The servers are
located in the ParkÕs colocation
facility, which is designed to
withstand a magnitude 7 earth-
quake.

Another positive for AWB was
the ParkÕs location, being less than
a 30-minute drive from Olympia.

When the operation is fully up

and running, AWB plans to act as a
beacon for small and medium-sized
businesses who also need disaster
recovery. ÒWe want to be a conduit
of key thoughts and ideas other
businesses can emulate,Ó Walter
said. While many large companies
realized the need for disaster
recovery following 9/11/01 and,
closer to home, the Nisqually
Earthquake earlier that year, often
small and medium-size businesses
donÕt have the time or resources to
dedicate to this serious concern.

ÒWe want to show our members
what weÕve done, how we did it,
the type of equipment needed, and
what Satsop provides,Ó Walter said.
ÒWe want to have a very simple
plan that anyone can copy and
apply to their own situation Ð
Satsop is a major part of that plan,Ó
he said.

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A banking executive and an investment specialist have been
chosen by the Grays Harbor Public Development Authority
(GHPDA) Board of Directors to fill two vacant seats on the
Board.

John Van Dijk, President of the Bank of the Pacific, was
appointed to Position Number 5; and Steve Poler, Investment
Representative at Edward Jones Investments in Montesano,
was appointed to Position No. 4. Van DijkÕs appointment
begins immediately, and Poler will begin serving on August 1,
when Dr. William ÒDonÓ WallaceÕs term expires.
